Animal Welfare Visitors — ensuring proper care for police dogs.

Animal Welfare Visitors — 1 visit per assigned handler every 6 months as a

Is volunteering flexible?

Yes, volunteering is flexible but you will be required to inform the OPCC
beforehand if you cannot attend.

Will | need to have training beforehand?

Yes, training is provided before volunteering starts. You will be required to
attend. Training is also provided throughout your time volunteering, if needed.

Can | volunteer if | need reasonable adjustments to be made?
Yes, all volunteer schemes can be participated in even if reasonable

adjustments are needed. You will be required to inform the office of any
adjustments beforehand.

Are there any benefits to volunteering on these schemes?

All volunteers will earn Tempo Time credits - this allows volunteers to spend
credits on certain activities, products or services as a reward for their
volunteering.

Volunteering is also a great way to meet new people who are like-minded.
You are contributing to making a difference to police staff, police animals,
and the general public.
